A Note from Clint 
The month of July certainly brought us the warmer temperatures we were asking for.  The high heat and humidity over the 
past couple weeks has really tested course.   
Fairways with poor air movement were hit the worst with disease.  Even with a preventative disease program, extreme 
weather that we have encountered will severely reduce the longevity of the fungicide.  Damage is most apparent on #12 and 
#18 fairways so we will be aerifying and overseeding these areas to help the recovery process.  The greens struggled as well 
with some patch disease.  These spots will take some time to heal but are superficial and should not hinder ball roll.   
Also, with temperatures into the 90’s and heat indexes above 100, crabgrass has really popped up in areas throughout the 
course.  Some post-emergent control will be done this first week of August, but we will get more aggressive with pre-
emergent control this next spring.   
Having areas that need some extra time to heal, we ask that golfers be conscious of the following. 

 Avoiding roped off area on #1 approach to the green 

 No carts #12 fairway, first half (carts can cross after 150 yard marker) 

 No carts #18 fairway bottom (carts can cross after 100 yard marker) 

 Following 90 degree rule in fairways when rule intact 
 
It is great to see everyone out enjoying the golf course and  
Hopefully August will continue this warm weather.
